Who is eligible for the full member award?

Activities such as involvement in entrepreneurial endeavours, volunteer work and development of unique programs may set this individual apart from others.

How will the recipient be selected?

A committee of CDAAC members will review each nomination and vote for the nominee they feel has demonstrated an outstanding contribution to the field.  The committee will notify the recipient in September and their name will be printed in the fall edition of CDAAC newsletter accompanied by a brief biography.  The award, a $100 honourarium and complimentary membership for 2011, will be presented at the Annual General Meeting in the fall. If the recipient is unable to attend the Fall Conference/AGM, their award will be mailed to them.

What is the nomination process?

CDAAC will accept nominations for the “Bridging Communication Gaps” Full Member Award from anyone including fellow CDAs, clients/patients, supervising clinicians or the public. The nomination package should include:

· Completed nomination form (available at www.cdaac.ca)

· Letter of nomination (written by the nominator) describing the nominee’s specific contributions and achievements

· Copy of nominee’s current resume

· Any other relevant information (e.g., portfolios, other letters of support, etc.)
